Stephen Mayes takes an optimistic look at the opportunities facing photographers

as we move into the second decade of the 21st Century. Digital technology has changed
the process of production, distribution and even the meaning of the photographic
image, and as every professional has noticed, it has changed the structure of our
business. While the old models of business are in crisis, tantalizing opportunities lie
ahead, requiring us to redefine our business structures as radically as technology

has redefined the medium. This talk will explore some of the new business concepts
available to enterprising artists along with examples of how to transition into a new
photographic practice.

Stephen Mayes writes and broadcasts on the ethics and realities of photographic practice. He has worked with photography,
art and journalism for 25 years as a Creative Director (SVP Content at Getty Images, Photonica, and Eyestorm.com), and as
CEO (of Network Photographers London, amana New York, and the Art + Commerce Image Archive). He has curated several
internationally touring exhibitions and has been secretary of World Press Photo competition since 2004. He is currently
Managing Director of VIl Photo.

LECTURE JEFF HARRIS

Jeff Harris
Self-Indulgence
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Toronto based artist, Jeff Harris, has made a self-portrait every day since January 1,
1999. This body of photographs (4,230 photos as of July 31, 2010) are displayed at
jeftharris.org. This series first appeared online at the vanguard of the blogging revolu-
tion and eleven years later this project still stands well above the crowd. The site was
nominated three years in a row for a Webby Award, and has been featured in The New
York Times, USA Today, and on Fashion Television. The innovative nature of the photo-
graphs and website, the participation of relevant famous figures (Al Gore, Isabella
Rossellini and Gene Simmons are among the contributing photographers), and the
sheer magnitude and persistence of this project makes the work very poignant,
accessible and exciting to the public. This poignancy is amplified by Jeff’s recent
life-altering cancer diagnosis in November 2008.

Raised and educated in Ontario, Harris taught a high-school course in website design for at-risk youth before working as
a photo editor and website designer for Adbusters magazine in Vancouver. He won a Webby Award in 2000 for his work on
adbusters.org and is currently a photographer and photo editor at Maclean’s magazine in Toronto.

Donald Weber

Donald Weber will discuss his self-financed projects that were supported through
grants and other funding sources over the last five years from Russia and Ukraine. The
recipient of many grants including a Guggenheim Fellowship, The Lange-Taylor Prize,
and two grants from The Canada Council for the Arts, Weber has worked on extensive
projects mostly created while working with the financing these grants and fellowships
provided. Weber will discuss the intricacies of the grant process and some of the
strategies he uses to secure these important modes of income in a highly competi-
tive—and vanishing—commercial environment.

Originally from Toronto, Canada, Don Weber is an award-winning photographer currently residing in Berlin. The recipient of a
Guggenheim Fellowship and two Canada Council Arts Grants, he has also been awarded the Lange-Taylor Documentary Prize,
the Duke and Duchess of York Photography Prize, and a World Press Award. Amongst other citations, Weber was named one of
PDN's 30, and an Emerging Photo Pioneer by American Photo Magazine.

Prior to photography, Don worked as an architect for Rem Koolhaas' Office for Metropolitan Architecture (OMA) in Rotterdam,
The Netherlands. He received a Governor’s General Gold Medal for Architecture while working in Canada.

Don has exhibited widely and has shown work at galleries and festivals worldwide, including exhibits at the United Nations, the
Museum of the Army at Les Invalides in Paris, and with the VIl agency was a part of the 60th Anniversary celebrations of the
Declaration of Human Rights, exhibited in over 50 cities worldwide. His work won the Grand Prize for the 2007 PHODAR Pho-
tography Biennial in Bulgaria. He has completed assignments for such international publications as: Business Week, Der Spiegel,
The New York Times, The New York Times Magazine, Newsweek Magazine, Condé Nast Portfolio, Rolling Stone, Stern, Time Magazine
and the NGO's Medécins sans Frontieres, United States Holocaust Memorial Museum, and War Child. Don is a member of the VII
Network, founded by the acclaimed photojournalists of the VIl Photo Agency. His photographs are in the permanent collection
of the Portland Museum of Art and the Museum of Memory and Tolerance in Mexico City.

Weber’s Guggenheim Fellowship is allowing him to continue work on a book about life in Russia: the curse of power and the
wounds it inflicts on those who don’t have it. It's the 18th Century with jets flying overhead. His first book, Bastard Eden, Our
Chernobyl, was released in 2008.

For over thirty years, Canadian photographer Jack Burman has followed his obsession Saada Awaleh-God
with the dead from Italy to Germany, from Bolivia to Argentina, documenting and Yannick Anton
amassing a macabre yet strangely beautiful collection of photographs of prepared John Black
anatomical specimens. Gaby Cueto
Burman, a scholar of American literature under the tutelage of the renowned Caesar Edwina Fernandes
Blake at the University of Toronto in the 1970s, discovered photography in his mid- Anora Graham
twenties. He began by spending two months of every year in the American southwest, Oswaldo Montano
teaching himself about light and film in the desert and learning about processing back Nabil Shash

home in Toronto, while continuing to immerse himself in the works of Faulkner,
Melville and Dickinson.

It wasn’t until Burman found a used copy of a book of Peter Hujar’s photography, with
ten photos from Sicily’s catacombs, that his life-long obsession began. He first travelled
to the catacombs of Palermo, then to Germany and South America, seeking out the
works of some of the world’s finest anatomists and their most artistic preparations of
the human body.

Using only minimal light, no flash and five-minute exposure, Burman creates what has
been described as “painterly” portraits of the dead. He began with a Hasselblad and
now works with a 4 x5 and an 8 x10 and employs Ed Burtynsky’s lab for oversized,
intimate detail.

Assembled over a period of eighty years
at the Black Star photo agency in New
York City, the photographs in the Black
Star Collection describe the personali-
ties, events and conflicts of the 20th
century.

In 2005, the historical Black Star Collec-
tion was gifted to Ryerson University by
an anonymous donor. In receiving this
gift, the university has been entrusted
with preserving these photographs and
making them accessible to the public
through exhibition and publication.

The Black Star Collection at Ryerson
University includes more than a quarter
of a million photographs created by
more than 3,000 different image-mak-
ers, many of them acknowledged as
individuals who helped define picture
journalism as it evolved throughout the
previous century. Working collabora-
tively in New York City with the found-
ers and editors of weekly magazines,
including Life, Look and the Saturday
Evening Post, these photographers
established the norms of the published
photo-essay.

When picture magazines decreased in
number, and as clients shifted first to
colour and then to digital imagery, the
black and white component of the
agency'’s operations found itself in less
commercial demand. At the same time,
however, it was assuming increasing
importance as a historical archive and
visual record, and as a collection of
unanticipated artistic significance.

Royal Ontario Museum (ROM)

The signing of the ROM Act in the
Ontario Legislature on April 16, 1912
formally created the Royal Ontario
Museum. Today, the graceful structure
of buff-coloured brick and terracotta,
designed by Toronto-based architects
Darling and Pearson, is the west wing of
the ROM'’s ensemble of buildings.
Flanking Philosophers’ Walk, with its
main entrance on Bloor Street West,
this historic building originally housed
five separate museums: the Royal
Ontario Museums of Archaeology,
Palaeontology, Mineralogy, Zoology,
and Geology. On June 3, 2007, the ROM
opened the Michael Lee-Chin Crystal, a
distinctive new symbol of Toronto for
the 21st century.

The Institute for Contemporary Culture
is the ROM's window on contemporary
society. It provides a unique forum
where the new encounters the depth
and context of the ROM'’s historical and
anthropological collections. By doing
so, the ICC explores both the continuity
and discontinuity of cultures—their
relationships across space and time, to
each other and to the natural world.
